To install the Cord Cleat onto the Tripod, pull the tensioner outwards some to help install the Cord Cleat.

Attach Multiple Units Together    

Multiple units can be attached together with the Pin if more than 1 unit is being used.  This controls swaying and 
possible incidental attachment of one unit to another.

Place the magnet assemblies on the ground underneath the vehicle and arrange so that no part of the magnets will 
stick out past the edge of the vehicle they are mounted to. Then, wipe off desired area of vehicle where the magnet will 
be attached to. 

Attach the Tripod Assemblies to the underside of the vehicle directly above where the cord comes out of the top of the 
magnet assembly.

Ensure the Tripod Assembly is oriented such that the cord cleat is facing outwards toward you.  This will ensure you 
can adjust the height of the NOMIC easily.
